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P aldi police have registered 
a complaint under Atrocity
Act against Municipal 
Councillor of Vasna and for-
mer mayor Amit Shah and

two aides for allegedly abusing and
beating civic labourers who were 
pulling down BJP banners near Anjali
Crossroad on Saturday. The 
complaint against Shah and other
two others was filed by Ahmedabad
Municipal Corporation (AMC) wor-
ker Jitendra Makwana (38) who was
allegedly hit on leg with a rod by
Shah. ACP ‘N’ division has initiated
an investigation against Shah on ba-
sis of allegation.

Although Shah accepted that he
acted aggressively, he denied of abu-
sing or beating anyone. At the same
time, a mobile footage has gone viral
on the social media wherein Shah is
seen shouting at the AMC supervisor
and workers. He is also seen trying to
attack people who were taking pho-
tographs or video of the incident.

Makwana, a resident of Jageswar
Society in Isanpur and a permanent
worker in AMC, in his complaint said
that on Friday around 4 pm, enginee-
ring department officer Manoj Ma-
jumdar had directed some of the wor-
kers to remove roadside banners of
BJP at Anjali Cross road and surroun-
ding areas. 

Following the order, a supervisor

and workers Makwana, Dana 
Dafda and Amruta Maruda began
pulling down the banners at Anjali
Crossroad.

At the same time, Shah rushed to
the spot on his scooter and began
screaming at and abusing the wor-
kers. While the workers were trying to
pacify him, Shah threatened to kill
them. He then suddenly slapped Da-
na and hit at Makwana’s leg with a
rod. Shocked at this, the workers ran

away from the spot. 
Makwana told Mirror, “After the

incident we were afraid of filing any
complaint against Shah. We feared
that he is a powerful man and may be-
at us again if we act against him. Ho-
wever, after Union leader Hitendra-
kumar Makwana, he helped us file a
complaint in this regard.”

Hitendra Makwana said, “This is a
serious issue of misuse of power. We
suspect that police officials may try to

defend Shah in the matter. However,
we demand justice and security.”

Inspector at Paldi police station A
G Gohil said, “We have registered a
complaint against Amit Shah and
two others under the Atrocity Act
which will be investigated by ACP-le-
vel officers. Hence, I will not be able to
comment any further in the matter.”

Meanwhile, Shah said, “I accept
that I acted aggressively, but I neither
abused nor beat any of the workers.

On Friday, I received a message 
that few people are pulling down the
banners which were put up to welco-
me of our national president Amit
Shah. So, I reached the spot and simp-
ly enquired the reason for removing
the banners. It was sonly later that the
supervisor informed me that they
had received orders to pull down the
banners. We need no permission to
put up banners and hence we did not
take any.”

A 35-year-old customer, who
spotted insects in a rasgulla

On February 25, Harshil Jadav, a re-
sident of Shilaj, had gone to buy rasgul-
las at Gwalia’s Bopal Junction outlet.
“While I was waiting for a staffer to at-
tend me, I noticed there were only 3-4
rasgullas left in counter. When a staffer
came, I asked him if they had more. He
replied in affirmative and went behind
the counter. I followed him and to my
horror saw him packing rasgullas from
a container full of insects,” Jadav said
in his complaint to AMC.

“After spotting the insects, I
confronted the staffer and questioned
him how could he serve or sell the
same. The staff replied that insects in
sweet containers are a normal thing. I

felt disgusted and refusing to buy the
rasgullas, came out of the outlet after
clicking photographs of the contai-
ner,” he further added.

He added that when the outlet’s
owner was apprised of the incident, he
didn’t seem to bother. “While the inci-
dent happened, the owner was busy
dealing with traffic police for wrong
car parking. Later, when he was told
about the incident, he claimed that the
container was kept aside to be sent back
to the factory and that the staff by mis-
take began packing rasgullas from it,”
he said, questioning, “If the container
was a wrong one, why was the contai-
ner lying near service counter? Why
