Two GNLU students win the prestigious Aditya Birla Scholarship
 
Gandhinagar, September 26, 2018: Two GNLU students, Mr Naman Devpura and Mr Kartikeya Chamola, have won the prestigious Aditya Birla Scholarship 2018. Both of them are the first year students of the five-year undergraduate programme in Law at GNLU. Each one of them will receive the Scholarship amount of Rs.1,80,000/- per annum until the completion of the course subject to their meeting the prescribed Performance Assessment criteria, every year.
 
The Aditya Birla Scholarships have been instituted by the Aditya Birla Group, in 1999. A total of 11 GNLU students have so far won this prestigious scholarship since 2013, the year in which become eligible to apply for the scholarship. This is the third consecutive year when the GNLU students have won two scholarships.
 
The top 20 Students (in terms of their entrance examination ranking) of five leading National Law Universities, including the GNLU, are invited to apply for the scholarship. The Scholars are selected from among these applicants following a rigorous selection process:
 
01.  Application Evaluation: The students’ overall achievements spanning academic and co-curricular excellence is assessed to shortlist the candidates for the next round.
 
02. Essay: Essays written by the shortlisted students are then reviewed by a panel to shortlist candidates for the final round.
 
03.   Interview: The shortlisted candidates are interviewed by an eminent panel of luminaries and academicians to select the best candidates to be named as the Aditya Birla Scholars
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
